The polypropylene stock and fore-
end have a matte-black finish that 
won’t reflect light, and the stock 
has molded checkering. The pistol 
grip stock was a huge aid in doing 
quick reloads.

Here’s the business end of the 11-87, 
showing the dovetailed front sight (top 
arrow), the thick barrel walls, the barrel 
bracket and the accompanying rotating 
sling swivel stud. This front end could take a 
lot of punishment, we’d wager.
