chambers and the ejector rod
would help this gun immeasurably.
Although there is not clear evi-
dence it is called for, we’'d bet some
stoning of the internal parts would
also improve this gun. A willing
performer despite the aforemen-
tioned roughness, the 94 was not as
accurate as we hoped. Perhaps
much of the blame should be cred-
ited to the supplied sights. The
front sight is too narrow and tall to
really line up in the rear blade, and
the white outline found there is
